Studying Astrology

Every generation of astrologers has left their legacy on a body of knowledge which continues to grow 
as humanity evolves.  As a student of astrology, you will be joining the ranks of many famous people 
who studied this ancient discipline, such as Aristotle, Thomas Aquinas, Nicolas Copernicus, Johannes 
Kepler,  Michelle Gauquelin and Carl Jung, to name a few.

No. Astrology 101 starts at the beginning and gradually builds a foundation of astrological knowledge.  
The only prerequisite is that the student is twenty one years or older.

ESSENT IAL  ASTROLOGY  COURSE  

f a student has studied astrology previously and wishes to continue studies at a level other than the 
beginning of the Essential Astrology Course, then we ask that the student undertake an internal 
Unit assessment.  This is the assessment given to enrolled students at the end of each Unit.  The 
student will be asked to complete the Unit Assessment previous to the Unit they wish to enrol in.   

For example, if a student wishes to enrol in Astrology 201 we would ask that they complete the Unit 
Assessment for Astrology 102.  A small fee of $25.00 is charged and the assessment completed and 
marked before enrolment can take effect.  The Assessment provides the student with feedback on their 
level of competency to undertake the Unit in question.

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ASTROLOGICAL  QUALIF ICATIONS  
s with any profession, the question of qualifications and their quality is always an important point for 
consideration.  Qualifications ensure that the consultant astrologer is trained in a variety of 
techniques.  This differentiates them from the interested amateur who has basic information gleaned 

from books and intermittent attendance at short courses or workshops. 

The principals of Astro Mundi have developed a syllabus for both the Essential and Advanced Astrology 
levels.   

The first step in gaining an astrological qualification involves successfully undertaking the Astro Mundi 
Essential Astrology exam.  This is usually conducted in January of each calendar year. 

The Advanced Astrology paper completes the process of gaining an astrological qualification.  This is a major 
and substantial piece of writing and candidates are given up to three months to complete the paper.

he Astro Mundi Essential Astrology consists of four units over two years and has been designed 
for the student who has little or no knowledge of astrology.
